On most campouts, older Scouts gain skill proficiency by teaching Tenderfoot, Second Class, and First Class skills to newer Scouts. Scouts use the Patrol Method, to plan their meals & duty rosters and demonstrate each skill individually.  Scout's use their Handbook on the pages noted for each skill.  

Campout Planning 
Scout in Charge: 

At the troop meetings or at separate planning meetings the weeks before the campout, pre-work or knowledge required for the campout should be reviewed with boys going on the campout.  This might include older boys dividing up and learning skills to be taught and also might include teaching younger scouts required camping skills (like winter camping techniques).  It also would include reviewing menus that have been planned by the scouts.  A discussion about the food pyramid, costs for the food, the shopping list, as well as a list of patrol gear that will be needed.
