General instructions:  Before you begin packing, line the inside of your backpack with a large trash bag and pack everything on this list inside the bag.  In addition, wrap extra clothes, toilet articles, sleeping bag, and your scout handbook in separate trash or ziplock bags.  This will prevent your gear from getting wet in the event of sudden rain storms.

Toilet Articles:  The common items - not listed in order of importance - are tooth paste and tooth brush, small soap and towel to dry off with, toilet paper in waterproof zip-lock bag, shower shoes (flip flops), shampoo, DEODORANT, and hand sanitizer.
